Chris 
was busy preaching a series on Faith vs. 
Works in the heart of Rome, Erma resumed 
the counseling of her clients, and together 
we spent weeks working long-distance with 
the producer of Chris’ album as it reached 
its production halfway point.  Boy did our 
difficulties hit right during a busy streak!  
When things were at their toughest we got 
on our knees and prayed and then 
immediately wrote to you all.  

Your response... well, was overwhelming!  
We know that you sacrificed for us, and we 
are grateful to share with you that within 48 
hours of sending our letter, God intervened 
and found us the car!  With your emergency 
funds we were able to fix up our badly 
tampered car and also get our house back 
in decent shape.  Thank you for being 
God’s answer to us these last few months!

With 15 young people 

piled in two vans traveling across Northern 
Italy, we did 10 shows with the goal of 

representing the Biblical theme of recon-
ciliation and rehabilitation in a modern and 

energetic way.

Night”.  These were the first words of the 

article, which then followed with an accurate 
description of the parable from Luke 15.
